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Haddon Township’s “Go Green” Event 2014
“Greening the Green Fair”
· ZERO WASTE
     From inception, Haddon Township has aimed to make our “go green event” a zero waste fair. The name of the green fair was specifically labeled as an event to remove any connotations of a fair. Historically, town fairs suggest consumption. Moreover, the green event is always publicized as an opportunity for residents to “do” or to “learn” how to make substantive changes, as oppose to consume. Moreover, all vendors are requested to keep literature to a minimum and use reusable promotional materials and displays. As documented previously, less than one trash can is needed for cleanup of our event. All materials which can be recycled like cardboard boxes will either be reused or recycled. The Township advertises the event in a manner which has the least environmental impact. Our Township and school websites send out “blasts” to residents and a large reusable, canvas banner hangs across the main thoroughfare in the center of town. A minimum number of posters are distributed to be placed in local businesses, as well as press releases to various local papers. The Township also utilizes reusable boards for advertising the day of the event with no dates (which allows the town to reuse year after year). 
· SUPPORT FOR LOCAL ECONOMIES
     Vendors attending the event are chosen from primarily local business with an emphasis on key components of all aspects of sustainability from local health and fitness clubs to coffee shops whose focus is on organic, vegan and fair trade products. Local vendors from the Township’s farmers market also sell local and seasonal produce. Our FM Director utilizes the event to serve as the kickoff event for the annual market. Haddon Township BID Director utilized the event to promote the new “Work Where You Live Campaign.” This campaign which was implemented on April 12, 2011 upon resolution #2011-039 offers incentives to home buyers to increase affordability for people to purchase homes in towns in which they work; thus advancing the sustainable goals to encourage local mortgage market and shop local campaigns. All service type contractor work, which was minimal, was accomplished by the Township DPW. All vendors fit within the goals of sustainability; non-sustainable business may not attend.
· TRANSPORTATION

     The Township continues to encourage the promotion sustainable transportation with the BID’s promotion of the “Work Where You Live” Program, which also “encourages the use of public transit and other non-auto transportation for commuting to work, in furtherance of smart growth principles.” HT RESOLUTION #2011-039. Moreover, the Township holds the event in the center of town as to make it possible for more pedestrian traffic. This location provides the event maximum visibility and access to public transportation: it held on an old parking lot, ensures that the Township’s natural areas remain pristine. 
· ENERGY EFFICIENCY

     The Township green event maintains the sustainable goals of energy efficiency on multiple levels. The “go green event” is always held outdoors, thus eliminating the need for lighting and heating. The Township and the green event vendors utilize a minimum of audio or visual, and when not in use all devices are turned off.
