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Morristown Sustainability

Morristown Department of Public Works runs a recycling facility located at 90 Lake Rd in the Town of Morristown. Hours of operation are Tuesday thru Friday 7am to 3:30pm and Saturday from 8am to 2pm. This operation is open to all Town residents to recycle the following materials.

· Paper i.e. News, white paper, magazines, fliers and other clean paper.

· Cardboard including brown paper packaging product.

· Comingled plastics, metal, aluminum and glass bottles.

· Metal white goods and heavy iron including Freon units

· Tires
car and truck unmounted.

· Brush tree parts up to 4 inches in diameter

· Textiles used clothing and wearable materials.

· Grass from Town Residents

· Electronics i.e. televisions, computers, batteries, and small electronics.

Under the Town recycling program with our contractor for household pick Blue Diamond Disposal we also pick up on a weekly schedule curbside within the Town of Morristown.
Our facility at Lake Road utilizes 40 cubic yard compactor container in conjunction with our contractor Gaeta Recycling for three materials paper, cardboard and comingle. In conjunction with Blue Diamond pick up all of the same materials that are collected weekly road side pickup and from our facility is recycled with our vender Gaeta Recycling the total from both collections combined for the 3 materials in the year of 2016 was totaling 899.30 tons of material removed from the household waste stream. 
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
